By equipping grassroots 
organizations with training, technical 
assistance, and tools, we help them secure 
the resources needed to build the good via 
healthier, more resilient communities.

EJ Ready is a collaboration between 
Liberty Hill Foundation and Resources 
Legacy Fund that prepares grassroots 
Environmental Justice (EJ) organizations to 
secure and implement public funds.

Now in its third year, EJ Ready is a 
learning community of 14 grantee 
organizations that receive:
